One of the beneficiaries of OCEN’s 2006 holiday charity auction was LA CASA, the children’s home 
auxiliary of Orangewood Children’s Foundation.  LA CASA is an all-volunteer organization brought together 
to support neglected and abused children in Orange County.

The 
privilege to watch DVDs is an earned distinction and a source of pride for many of the kids.  According to
